Underground Wiring / Qutdoor Lighting Agreement for the Subdivision (“Request™) outlining the
costs, quantities, locations, terms and conditions associated with the Request is attached as Exhibit
(I’-B”; and’

WHEREAS, the City agrees to pay the monthly streetlight fee of $165.75 ($1,989.00
annually) to Central Georgia EMC in accordance with the Request and to be reimbursed for such
payments by way of assessments imposed upon all property owners within this subdivision in the
amount of $22.65 (includes a 15% administrative fee) per lot annually; and,
